Peggy Olislaegers (1966) is one of the leading independent dance
dramaturges in Europe, providing artistic and strategic advice for both
choreographers and institutes in the performing arts. She became an
established adviser during her directorship of the Dutch Dance Festival
(2010-2016), developing innovative European projects like Act Your Age,
Performing Gender and Pivot Dance, and has advised choreographers and
institutes in the UK, Italy, Germany, France, Belgium, Taiwan and NL.
Working in the field of ballet, contemporary dance and hiphop, Peggy
Olislaegers is known for her ability to connect disciplines, and her
articulate knowledge of dance and movement. She is considered to be a
